JAAC STATEMENT TO ICAO REGARDING COCKPIT SECURITY POLICY

IMMEDIATE ACTION: Where a flight deck door is installed, it shall be locked during commercial flight operations from the start of the take-off roll to after the end of the landing roll.

In complying with this requirement, Operators must take into account the following measures, which are also to be accomplished as a consequence. 

Additional procedures shall be established for informing cockpit crew that a crew member requires authorised access/egress.

Suitable procedures shall be established to enable inflight emergencies to be managed (eg crew incapacitation).

Suitable communications and operational procedures shall be established between cockpit crew and cabin crew to deal with a threat situation.

Suitable training, including Crew Resource Management (CRM) to be established focussing on reduced communications and threat scenarios.

FOLLOW ON ACTION: A suitable date of implementation shall be established to enable operators to certify, install and embody a secure access door, without any degradation to existing levels of safety as defined by the applicable airworthiness requirements.
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
