Status of the Aircraft Certification 

Harmonization Work Program
Small Airplanes

Rule Language is virtually harmonized.  Differences remain in the following seven rules after JAA adoption of NPA’s:

· 61 knot stall speed (223.49, 23.67, 23.562)

· Spin resistant airplanes (23.221)

· Artificial stall barrier (23.691)

· Dynamic seats (23.785)

· Static load factors (23.785)

· Propeller reversing systems (23.933)

· Single fuel tanks (23.953)

In addition, the JAA has requested that two rules with harmonized rule language (23.574 and 23.1419) remain Significant Regulatory Differences due to differences in the interpretation of means of compliance.  These rules are:

· Damage Tolerance (23.574, 23.571, 23.572)

· Ice Protection (23.1419)

These are the nine Significant Regulatory Differences.  SRD’s continue to be worked by the FAA and JAA.

The Aviation Rulemaking Advisory Committee (ARAC) General Aviation Operations Issues Group was combined with the General Aviation & Business Airplane Issues Group to form the General Aviation Certification and Operations (GACO) Issues Group, in order to consolidate general aviation issues.  The first GACO meeting was held on May 7, 2002.  At that meeting GACO agreed to restructure the existing tasks to clarify their intent and better reflect the current aviation environment.  The restructuring of the existing tasks will result in the following proposed taskings:

· Reciprocating Propeller Systems

ROTORCRAFT

Harmonization initiatives to improve the FAR and JAR:
· Rulemaking/Associated AC’s:
· Damage Tolerance for Metallic Structure (TOGAA Recommendation) -- Expected delivery of NPRM to ARAC is September 2002

· Damage Tolerance for Composite Structure -- Expected delivery of NPRM to ARAC is September 2002

· Non-Rulemaking:

· Yaw Maneuvers (Structural Substantiation) – Team report due June 2002

· Night Vision Goggles – Work complete, will be published in 
AC 27-1 and AC 29-2 by early 2003

· Fly-by-Wire; Fly-by-Light – Working group still meeting, product due late 2003

· Equipment, Systems and Installations – First phase complete, waiting for follow-on associated with TOR for rulemaking

· Critical Parts for part 27 and 29:

· FAA and JAA initiated a follow-on working group to further refine the definition of “critical parts.” – Group to report out August 2002

· TORs pending development:

· Ditching, FAR’s 27 and 29

· Equipment, Systems, and Installations, 27.1309

Both have been approved by the HMT but are on hold, pending review of rulemaking priority list, not yet tasked. 

ENGINES
Original Harmonization Work Program (HWP) is Complete.  All projects have been accepted by ARAC TAEIG and forwarded to FAA for action.

A New Safety Focused HWP Has Been Developed:

· Birds Ingestion II: Technical agreement reached within EHWG. Bird Task Group finishing up details. Expect JAA ESG concurrence in June 02 then submittal of products to ARAC TAEIG in July 02. Project essentially complete. 

· Critical Parts: Approximately 1/2 of the task is under technical agreement within EHWG. Expected completion date for the complete package is Dec 02. No other delays anticipated. 

PROPELLERS
Harmonization Work Program is Complete.
· Complete Re-Write of Part 35/JAR-P with advisory material is complete.

· Products have been accepted by ARAC TAEIG 2/00 and forwarded to FAA, March 2000.

· Economic regulatory evaluation currently being conducted, project completion dependent on FAA rulemaking resources.

AUXILIARY POWER WORK UNIT (APU)
Harmonization Work Program is Complete.
· Harmonization of technical requirements is complete.

· TSO C77b issued December 2001.

EMISSIONS STANDARDS

· The NPA-34-1 was published on April 1, 2002 and comment period closed on July 1, 2002.  It is intended that FAA AC 34-1, Engine Exhaust Emission Certification Procedure & Guidance Advisory Circular be incorporated and issued as a Joint Advisory Circular after publication of JAR 34.

NOISE STANDARDS

The FAA, JAA, and ICAO have been jointly working toward harmonized standards.
