Status of JAA STD matters 

1. Training of pilots from JAA Member States on US STD

Experience shows that flight simulators (FS) used by JAA operators/pilots (in particular for business jets) within the US have reached such a number that resources of JAA Authorities for the time being are inadequate to perform Synthetic Training Devices (STD) evaluations on each of those STD on a regular basis as required by JAR-STD 1A. Whereas the UKCAA and the Swiss FOCA may recognise evaluations done by the FAA due to the existence of a bilateral agreement (BASA/SIP), such agreements are not in place for other JAA Authorities for the time being. This lack of agreement has led to JAA license issues/revalidations based on training performed on STD lacking the proper qualification criteria according to JAA requirements.

First talks between JAA and FAA in January 2003 showed that the FAA is willing to support a satisfactory solution in this issue. It has therefore been agreed to work together within a small project team in order to have such a solution until end of 2003. The next meetings are planned at the FAA NSPM office between 19 and 22 May and in Toulouse between 17 and 19 June this year.

2. Regulatory JAA STD documentation

a. JAR-STD 2H (helicopter Flight Training Devices)

This JAR has been adopted by the JAAC on 11 April 2003 and awaits publication.

b. JAR-STD 1A Amendment 3

Amendment 3 has been adopted by the JAAC on 20 November 2002 and still awaits publication. This amendment addresses all modification proposals prepared by an international WG under the joint JAA/FAA chairmanship in 2001 for the respective ICAO Document 9625. All participating Authorities have committed themselves to integrate those proposals into their own regulatory documentation. The FAA is expected to do this after finishing the present NPRM on the document covering all Flight Simulation Devices.

c. JAR-STD A and H

It has been agreed within the JAA STD area to merge all JAR-STD (aeroplanes) and all JAR-STD H (helicopter) into 2 individual documents. This structure brings these documents closer to the FAA document structure of the corresponding documents (QPS).
3. STD Standardisation

The present status of flight simulators covered by the JAA STD ST (Standardisation Team) process shows that 277 from 303 flight simulators within the JAA area are covered by mutual recognition. Mutual recognition is the consequence by formal STD ST audits to JAA NAA resulting in a satisfactory outcome of such a visit followed by a CJAA recommendation for mutual recognition. All those flight simulators are contained in the CJAA STD IS (Information System). They are published on the JAA Website with a biweekly update.
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
