LEAFLET NO. 35:
Means to monitor area outside Flight Crew Compartment Door.

Note:
The material contained in this Leaflet has been issued in accordance with Chapter 10 of the Administrative and Guidance Material Section Four: Operations, Part Three: Temporary Guidance Leaflet (JAP-OPS).  The Operations Sectorial Team has agreed that some guidance is necessary with respect to what means for monitoring would comply with the requirements for monitoring the area outside the flight compartment as required by JAR-OPS 1.1255(b).

1. BACKGROUND INFORMATION

1.1.
JAR-OPS 1.1255(c)(2) has been issued in accordance with ICAO Amendment 27 to Annex 6 Part 1 chapter 13 SECURITY, with the text: “Means shall be provided to enable monitoring from each pilot´s station the area outside the flight crew compartment to the extent necessary to identify persons requesting entry to the flight crew compartment and to detect suspicious behaviour or potential threat.” 

1.2
Considering the time frame stipulated for installation and the apparent lack of experience with such monitoring equipment as demonstrated by Industry, Authorities and Operators, it has been found prudent to issue a Temporary Guidance Letter (TGL) as a means of providing guidelines which will not put into jeopardy new systems of which no knowledge is yet available.

1.3
The means should, in addition to 1.1., also reflect any required elements specified in the National Aviation Security Program.

1.4
Any means required should be installed by the time stipulated in JAR-OPS 1.1255(b).

1.5
The Authority may as an interim action grant an exemption for a period ending no later than 1 May 2005 where an operator can demonstrate that, within a reasonable period in advance of the applicability date and despite his best endeavours, he will be unable to comply with JAR-OPS 1.1255(b) implementation schedule due to:

a.
The manufacturer’s inability to deliver the means for monitoring before 1 November 2003; or

b.
An unexpected technical equipment design or installation problem, the resolution of which would not be achieved in time to permit compliance. 

Depending on information gathered during the exemption period a further extended exemption period may be needed.

1.6
Technical means may be substituted by procedural means, acceptable to the Authority, for monitoring the area outside the flight crew compartment for the time for which an exemption is granted according to 1.5.

2
OBJECTIVE 

2.1
The objective is to avoid any flight crew compartment intrusion and to defeat any tampering with the door locking mechanism from the cabin side of the door. 

2.2
The performance of a monitoring system must be such that the security objectives in 2.1, as well as flight safety objectives are met during all normal and non-normal operational conditions.

3.
INSTALLATION

Any monitoring equipment required should be installed in accordance with JAR 25.1301, and should fulfil the requirements in JAR 25.1309(a) and (d). 

4.
OPERATION

4.1
Procedures for use of the monitoring equipment, and, in the case of an exemption being granted according to 1.5., procedures according to 1.6, should be established for normal and non-normal conditions and should be designed so as not to interfere with normal aeroplane operational procedures.

4.2
The crew workload from requirements to monitor the door area in any critical phase of flight must be limited to a level where a hazardous situation is prevented from developing. 

4.3
Adequate training should be provided for the crew.
