“CABIN  SAFETY  TASK FORCE”  INITIATIVE
In order to avoid duplications or inconsistencies, one of the main concerns in Aviation is a better understanding of certification-operational interfaces/overlaps.
During recent aeroplane operational certification, some issues linked to interpretation and/or application of several JAR 25 and JAR OPS 1 requirements related to cabin safety aspects, were raised through a JOEB meeting.

These created problems for the Operators, and subsequently, the OPS. Division was requested by the NAA in charge of granting the AOC, to refer the problems to the OST.

The need for coordination between Cabin Safety specialists and both,  Certification and Operations  appeared, in an attempt to find solutions for difficulties which may occur when dealing with JAR 25 and JAR OPS 1 requirements (e.g. “direct view “ in the cabin, versus, location of cabin crew stations equipped with an interphone system).

The OST 02-4 Meeting (18-21 November 2002) requested the CJAA OPS. Division, to address the issue to Certification and Regulations Directors, in order to task the appropriate bodies, to provide solutions.

It was therefore agreed, that a joint Operations and Certification Cabin Safety Task Force will be set up, in order to cope with these issues, under the Regulations and Operations Directors’ authority.
“Terms of Reference“ for the Cabin Safety Task Force were agreed upon, through a coordinated approach of OPS/REG/CERT Divisions. (See overleaf)

 JAR OPS 1.695 - Public address system ;

 JAR OPS 1.990 – Number and composition of cabin crew .
Identify potential issues and conflicts ;
Provide interpretations of those requirements in order to improve and harmonise JOEB and NAA acceptance processes ,

Identify and recommend areas where requirements should be amended , when necessary

-2 Representatives from CSSG ,

-1 Representative from OPSG .

-1 Representative from Manufacturers .

  A CJAA Operations Division member will act as CJAA focal point .
