The Future of the JAA and the FUJA II Working Group 
At their meeting on 19th March 2008, the ECAC Directors General adopted the FUJA II Report which, based on the criteria presented in the Report, recommended 30th June 2009 as the most appropriate closing date for JAA – LO. On that date, the JAA system will be disbanded and the Foundation Statutes changed accordingly, with the JAA Training Organisation at Hoofddorp in the Netherlands, being maintained in the legal form of a Dutch Foundation and as an associated body of ECAC. It was also recommended that JAA - TO should not be renamed after 30th June 2009 as, in the past years, the JAA - TO brand name had become synonymous with high quality training courses and had gained enormous goodwill worldwide.

The Role of the JAA Flight Crew Licensing in the Transition Period
The Flight Crew Licensing (FCL) section of the JAA – Liaison Office (JAA-LO) will continue:
· to provide interpretation and standardisation advice concerning the licensing JAA requirements: JAR-FCL 1 (Aeroplane), JAR-FCL 2 (Helicopter), JAR-FCL 3 (Medical) and JAR-FCL 4 (Flight Engineers)

· to keep Member States up to date in regard to developments in the relationship between JAA and ICAO, the European Commission (EC), the European Union (EU), and the European Aviation Safety Agency (EASA).

Recent publications and developments

· The latest amendment of the JAA Administrative and Guidance Material Section 5: Licensing was published on 1 December 2007. Please note of particular interest is Part 2: Procedures which had major changes made to the Class and Type Ratings Aeroplanes and Type Ratings Helicopters and Licensing Endorsement Lists. A full explanation of the changes may be found in the document. The lists will be amended when appropriate on a monthly cycle for the future; the aim is to publish as soon after the first Tuesday of each month. · The latest Learning Objectives for the theoretical knowledge instruction have also been published on 1 December 2007.
